To this sometimes overwhelming complaMihy We Love the Church: In Praise of Institutions @nganized Religiofy
Kevin DeYoung and Ted Kluck is a welcome, if too raneesponse. Even the intro-

duction highlights the impossibility of deriding thleurch while claiming allegiance

to Christ, based on the Biblical images of that refeghip. The Church is the house

that God is building on the foundation of Jesus (L @) the Bride to Jesus the
Bride groom (Eph. 5:22-33); and the Body attacloedksus, our head (Eph. 1:22—
23). Talking of Christ divorced from the Churchttha said he would build (the on
that he swore the Gates of Hell could not prevailreggan Matthew 16:18) is like
talking about a foundation without a house, a gaggbhnd who accepts insults
against his wife, and a head without a body.

The two authors approach the topic from two diffeperspectives (DeYoung as a
pastor/theologian and Kluck as a layman/sports wittetthis helps bridge the gap
between theology/pastoral and application/practikick’s chapters concern the
personal struggles of a churchman including his owstifations with his church,
which according to him stem more from his own insti&srand attitudes than any-
thing negative in the church. As a journalist, herviews Chuck Colson, and re-
flects on the attitudes of godly men like Albert Mah&and Art Monk. Kluck’s chap-
ters are tremendously personal including sections wieerkescribes in detail un-
charitable thoughts, attitudes, and debates he hashaa letter to his son Tristan
in which he hopes that the latter will demonstrateshme grace to his church that
Kluck hopes he will receive.

DeYoung spends his chapters detailing responses toetiiffebjections to Christian
ity and the local church, ranging from thiissiological(the church is not relevant
enough, does not do enough, and does not love endbgRersonal(How do we
respond when those in the church, the leaders ohilele, or the decisions of the church as a wholeusyror as is sadly more
common, do not appeal to us?), tistorical (including one of my favorite sections, which asksdbestion, Should we apolo-
gize for the sins of the churches past?), and Hemlogical(the mandate for church order and leadership frorptsce, which
have been denied). This last chapter is a gem, lbgrtgi light the difficulties of every church strurtin a fallen world (the
presence of sinners affects house churches as well as magaes, albeit in different ways), while affirmingitiwe must not
be, in John Stott’s words, “that grotesque anomalyraxiurched Christian.”

Christians need humility, and there are many questtatsie need to ask to ensure that we are not puttingwn traditions
and preferences ahead of the Gospel of Jesus. Butahttuh criticism goes beyond a desire for honest etialuéo slander
and justification for stepping away from Christ’'s ChurEor the committedVhy We Love The Churghan affirmation, and to
the disenfranchised, it is a call to return home. Hawlao see that to love Jesus is to be called to lovat W lovesyhy We
Love the Churclis a worthwhile read.
